2582     APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Councillor Sylvia Dawson and Borough Councillors Paul Crudass and Marjory Knowles.

2583    DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
No declarations of interests were made.

2584     MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON THE 25TH JANUARY, 2016 AND THE SPECIAL MEETING ON THE 29TH FEBURARY, 2016
The minutes of the Parish Council held on the 25th January, 2016 and the Special Parish Council meeting held on the 29th February, 2016 were presented.  
A Parish Councillor queried the wording of the resolution in Minute No. 2580 of the Special Meeting of the Parish Council on the 29th February, 2016 Clerk’s PAYE.  The Clerk was asked to speak to the former Chairman of the Parish Council about the wording of the resolution and to report the matter to the next meeting of the Parish Council.
The Parish Council RESOLVED that the minutes of Parish Council meeting on the 25th January, 2016 and the Special Meeting held on the 29th February, 2016 were true records of the proceedings with the exception of Minute No. 2580 of the Special Meeting of the Parish Council meeting on the 29th February, 2016.
2585   LETTER OF THANKS TO THE FORMER CHAIRMAN
The Clerk circulated the letter of thanks which he had hand delivered to the former Chairman, George Cassidy and the response from Mr. Cassidy was read out.
2586    ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

The Parish Council RESOLVED that Councillor Simon Robinson was elected as Chairman of the Parish Council until the Annual Parish Meeting in May, 2016.  Councillor Robinson asked the Parish Council to give thought to who should be elected as Chairman at the Annual Parish Meeting.

2587     ELECTION OF VICE CHARMAN
The Parish Council RESOLVED that Councillor David Cummings be elected Vice Chairman of the Parish Council until the Annual Parish Meeting in May, 2016
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2588     MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS ON THE 25TH JANUARY AND 29TH FEBRUARY, 2016
1.     PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON THE 25TH JANUARY, 2016

1.1     Proposed residential development on land in Harrowgate Village

The Clerk reported that the Parish Council meeting on the 25th January, 2016 resolved under Minute No. 
2557 that the points which had been made by residents and Parish Councillors be submitted to North 
Associates and to ask for a response and the Head of Highways at Darlington Borough Council be asked if 
he has been consulted on the proposals.
The Clerk reported that he had received the following response from North Associates:

(a)    They will seek to refer to the development going forward as being located in Harrowgate Village.

(b)   They were aware of the public right of way across the land and propose to retain a route across the development as part of their outline planning application.

(c)     With regards to traffic and vehicle movements generally, they have engaged the services of an experienced and reputable transportation consultant and have engaged with officers of the local highway authority.   The final site access proposals will be detailed and submitted as part of the wider assessment of the impact the development will have on the highway network.
 
(d)     They have spent a significant amount of time considering ecological matters and their consultant ecologist was finalising their study which will also be submitted with the outline application.

(e)    They were aware of the now withdrawn Making and Growing Places Development Plan Document.  They have undertaken very detailed assessments with regards to flood risk and the treatment of surface water as an integral component of the development of our indicative layout.  A detailed report will be submitted with the planning application.
The Clerk also reported that the Head of Highways at Darlington Borough Council had stated that was early days with this application.  The Council had an initial enquiry through the pre-planning process and commented that the Council would need details that you have i.e. siting and location of access and the development of a transport assessment to consider the impact of the development on the wider network.  No details had been received but they will be required for submission of the planning application.

Borough Councillor Lyonette reported that the Making and Growing Places draft local plan had been rendered obsolete as a result of the Gladman decision at Middleton St. George.  Officers of the Borough Council were working on a new local plan which would take some time to complete.  The Borough Council were having to work through a very difficult process because two conflicting views on housing needs were coming from Whitehall.

A report would be made later in the meeting.
1.3   New External Audit Arrangements
The Parish Council had resolved at its meeting on the 25th January, 2016 under Minute No. 2560 to opts in to the external audit arrangements and uses the Smaller Authorities’ Audit Appointments Ltd to procure its external auditor from the 2017-18 financial year and to inform the NALC.  The Clerk reported that this had been done.

1.4    Berrymead Farm and Burtree Lane Outline Planning Applications – Progress Report

The Clerk rep0orted that this would be discussed as an agenda item at this meeting
1.5    Hall Maintenance Report – Defibrillators
The Parish Council resolved at its meeting on the 25th January, 2016 under Minute No. 2565 to ask the Clerk to bring back information, including costings, on defibrillators to the next Parish Council meeting.  The Clerk reported that this would be dealt with under his report on the meeting of the Darlington Association of Parish Councils.

2.     SPECIAL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON THE 29TH FEBRUARY, 2016
2.1     Declaration of a vacancy for a Parish Councillor for the Harrowgate Hill Ward
The Clerk reported that this would be discussed under an agenda item of this meeting.

2.2     Consultations by Darlington Borough Council – Speed Limits on the A167 and Proposed Changes to Involving Parish Councils in Planning Applications.
The Parish Council resolved at the Special Meeting on the 29th February, 2016 under Minute No 2575 that it had no objections to the new speed limits on the A167 and preferred to have paper copies of planning applications for major developments but for minor planning applications it would be acceptable to have them emailed to the Clerk.  The Clerk reported that the speed limits decision had been sent to Darlington Borough Council and the decision on planning applications had been given to the Chairman and Secretary of Darlington Association of Parish Councils to enable a collective response to be made by all Parish Councils.

2.3     Proposed withdrawal of the Council Tax Support Grant from the 2017-18 Financial Year
The Clerk reported that this would be discussed under an agenda item of this meeting.

2.4     Appointment of Internal Auditor
The Clerk reported that Ian Calvert had accepted the position of Internal Auditor to the Parish Council.
The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report on the matters arising from the last two meetings.
2589     VACANCIES FOR TWO PARISH COUNCILLORS FOR THE HARROWGATE HILL PARISH WARD
It was reported that interest had been expressed in the long standing vacancy for a Parish Councillor for the Harrowgate Hill Ward and the person interested would be invited to attend the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council in May.

The Clerk reported that the Special Meeting of the Parish Council on the 29th February, 2016 had declared the vacancy for Parish Councillor for the Harrowgate Hill Ward which had resulted from the retirement of the then Chairman of the Parish Council under Minute No. 2572.  He had informed the Elections Officer of Darlington Borough Council who had drawn up a statutory notice.  The notice has been displayed for the 14 working day period from the 21st March to the 12th April, 2016 in the Town Hall and in the Parish Council’s two noticeboards.  If ten electors do not inform the Elections Officer that they wish to have an election within this period, the Parish Council will be free to co-opt to the vacancy at the expiry of the period.
The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.
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2590     FINANCIAL STATEMENT AND PROGRESS AGAINST THE BUDGET
The Clerk presented to the Parish Council the financial statement and progress against the budget for the 2015-16 financial year as at the 10th March, 2016.   The financial statement and the progress against the budget statement are given in Appendices A and B to these minutes.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that the financial statement and the progress against the budget statement which are given in Appendices A and B to the minutes be approved.

2591     NEW PARISH COUNCIL FINANCIAL REGULATIONS

The Clerk presented a report which enclosed the draft new financial regulations for consideration by the Parish Council.

The Clerk explained that the Parish Council received new Model Financial Regulations from the Cleveland Local Councils Association at the beginning of February which had been drawn up by the National Association of Local Councils.  The new Financial Regulations included changes to public contracts regulations, new regulations concerning signatories on cheques and the introduction of disciplinary action in the event of breaches of the regulations.  The regulations replaced the Financial Regulations which had been approved by the Parish Council on the 28th September, 2011.
The report which was presented to the Parish Council gave the actions to be taken by the Parish Council to improve the control of the Parish Council’s finances.  The Clerk stated that he would produce a table giving all the controls in the regulations which would be carried out by the Parish Council and the meetings which would receive reports from the Clerk/RFO to ensure it complies with the Regulations.  The table would be included in the regulations as an appendix.
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED to approve and adopt the Financial Regulations and action to improve the monitoring of its finances which were given in paragraph 2 of the report subject to:
(a)   Point 2.2 in the regulations be amended to read “At each meeting of the Parish Council and at each financial year end, all Members of the Parish Council will verify bank reconciliations for all accounts produced by the Clerk/RFO. Each Parish Councillor shall sign the reconciliations and the original bank statements (or similar document) as evidence of verification. This activity will be minuted for each meeting.”  This amendment will be circulated to all Parish Councillors after the meeting.

(b)   The inclusion of an appendix to the Financial Regulations giving the timetable of financial controls and the meetings which would receive reports from the Clerk/RFO.

2592     INSURANCE

The Clerk reported that the current insurance policy with Aviva through Came and Company, Insurance Brokers was due to expire on the 31st May, 2016 and he was waiting for the quotes for insurance for the period from the 1st June, 2016 to 31st May, 2017.  He would give details to Parish Councillors as soon as the quotation has been received from Came and Company.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.

2593     OUTLINE PLANNING APPLICATIONS FOR BERRYMEAD FARM AND BURTREE LANE 
The Clerk reported that there had been no information from Darlington Borough Council to indicate when the Berrymead Farm and Burtree Lane would be heard by the Planning Applications Committee and he would inform the Parish Council as soon as the applications were due to be heard.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.

2594     PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Clerk reported that the following two planning applications had been received from Darlington Borough Council:

Single storey extension to the side to attach the existing garage to the house at 4, Redruth Drive, Darlington.

Single storey extension with three velux rooflights to the rear at 1, Marazion Drive, Darlington.

The Chairman declared a non-pecuniary interest in the planning application at 4, Redruth Drive, Darlington and took no part in the discussions when the application was considered.

Following a discussion and examination of the plans for both applications, the Parish Council RESOLVED they both planning applications be approved and Darlington Borough Council be informed accordingly.

2595      REPORT ON THE DARLINGTON ASSOCIATION OF PARISH COUNCILS AND PARISH MEETINGS ON THE 10TH FEBRUARY AND 16TH MARCH, 2016.
The Clerk reported that he had attended the Association meeting on the 10th February, 2016.  The meeting received reports on the following matters:

Durham County Fire Brigade Integrated Risk Management Plan.

Darlington Borough Council Planning Policy,

Speeding in Rural Communities.

Assets of Community Value.

Defibrillators.

HM The Queen’s 90th birthday celebrations.

The meeting decided that it was acceptable for email applications and plans accessed through the Borough Council’s website to Parish Councils for small scale planning projects, but for major developments the Parish Councils would prefer to have paper copies of the applications and plans.

Further consideration of the Borough Council’s Planning Policy and consideration of the proposed withdrawal of the Council Tax Support Grant was deferred to the meeting on the 16th March, 2016.

The Clerk reported that he had attended the Association meeting on the 16th March.  The Parish Councils expressed concern at the meeting that insufficient weight was being given by Darlington Borough Council to problems with infrastructure – congested roads, lack of school places and the pressure on existing medical practices in Darlington.  A request was made by the Chair of the Parliamentary Planning Committee for evidence where the National Planning Policy Framework was not working.  
The Association meeting on the 16th March also decided to oppose the Borough Council’s proposal to withdraw the Council Tax Support Grant from the beginning of the 2017-18 financial year.
The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report from the Clerk.

2596     PARISH COUNCIL’S VIEW ON THE PROPOSED WITHDRAWAL OF THE COUNCIL TAX SUPPORT GRANT FROM THE BEGINNING OF THE 2017-18 FINANCIAL YEAR.
The Clerk reported that the Borough Council had informed the Parish Council proposed to withdraw the Council Tax Support Grant from the beginning of the 2017-18 financial year.
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that it is opposed to the withdrawal of the Support Grant.
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2597   PROVISION OF A DEFIBRILLATOR IN THE PARISH HALL.
The Clerk reported that an enquiry had been received from a hirer of the Parish Hall if the Parish Council could consider providing a defibrillator at the hall because of the distance from the ambulance station.

The Clerk circulated a report on defibrillators which had been provided in Sadberge together with the costs.  

Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED to not provide a defibrillator at the Parish Hall.

2599     HALL MAINTENANCE REPORT.

The Parish Council considered the grass cutting and considered that a grass cutting contractor should be engaged.  The specification for the grass cutting contract should be from the 1st April to the 30th September each year.   The grass should be cut on two occasions each month.
The Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)    Parish Councillors should give the Clerk the names of companies who should be asked to provide quotations;

(b)    The Clerk to draw up the specification and send it to Parish Councillors for agreement before it is given to the companies.
2600   WEBSITE

The Clerk reported that he had not received a response from Kandoo who were present at the meeting on 

The 25th January, 2016 but that he would write to them again.  He was also approaching other website companies for quotations and would report on the progress he was making at the next meeting.  He also reported that the existing website hosting fee with Calco UK had been paid.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.

2601    NEWSLETTER
The Clerk reported that the newsletter would be produced during the Easter holiday period.

2602     REQUEST BY THE POLICE TO HOLD PACT MEETINGS AT THE BEGINNING OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS.
The Clerk reported that a request had been received from the police to hold PACT meetings for Harrowgate Hill in the Parish Hall at the beginning of Parish Council meetings.

Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that it has no objections to the request but the PACT meeting should be held before the Parish Council meetings.
