2553     APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Borough Councillors Gerald Lee, Paul Crudass and Marjory Knowles.

2554    DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
No declarations of interests were made.

2555     MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON THE 30TH NOVEMBER, 2016

The minutes of the Parish Council held on the 30th November, 2015 were presented.  The Parish Council RESOLVED that the minutes of meetings were a true records of the proceedings.
2556    MATTERS ARISING
1.     VACANCY FOR A PARISH COUNCILLOR FOR THE HARROWGATE HILL WARD 

At the last meeting of the Parish Council the Clerk reported that there was still a vacancy for a Parish Councillor for the Harrowgate Hill Parish Ward and the Parish Council had that every effort would be made to fill the vacancy.  Minute No. 2441 refers.  A Parish Councillor reported that a resident had expressed an interest in the vacancy and the Parish Councillor was asked to invite the resident to the next meeting.

2.     BUDGET AND PRECEPT SETTING FOR THE 2016-17 FINANCIAL YEAR
At the last meeting of the Parish Council on the 30th November, 2015 the Parish Council resolved that the precept should remain at its current level of £4,400 for the 2016-17 financial year (Minute No. 2443 refers). The Clerk reported that he had informed Darlington Borough Council of the decision.
3.   DEVO LOCAL
At the last meeting of the Parish Council on the 30th November, 2015 the Parish Council received a report on the National Association of Local Councils White Paper which proposed greater devolution of powers to Town and Parish Councils.  Minute No. 2446 refers.  The Clerk reported that no further information had been received about the progress of the White Paper.
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4.   WORKPLACE PENSION
At the last meeting of the Parish Council on the 30th November, 2015 the Parish Council approved the 
recommendation of the Clerk that he did not wish the Parish Council to provide him with a workplace pension.  Minute No. 2447 refers.  The Clerk reported that he had informed the Pensions Regulator of this decision.
The remaining matters arising were on the agenda for the meeting and reports would be made under the items. 
The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the Clerk’s report on matters arising.
2557     PROPOSED RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT ON LAND IN HARROWGATE VILLAGE
The Chairman reported that North Associates had held a public consultation event on the 20th January, 2016 at the Harrowgate Club, Salter’s Lane on proposals for up to 70 houses on land on the eastern side of the A167 opposite the White Horse in Harrowgate Village.  

A display board showing the layout of the development was shown to meeting.  Members of the public present at the meeting were invited to comment on the proposals.  
The following points were made:

· The proposed development is not on land adjacent to Beaumont Hill as has been stated by the developers.  It was in fact, in Harrowgate Village.  The Parish Council asked the developer to please amend the address of the proposed development and the addresses of the existing properties in Harrowgate Village on your maps. Residents were concerned that, because of the erroneous address for the site which was in letters to residents, some affected residents may not have attended the Consultation event because they thought they wouldn't be affected.

· The proposed development is on land which has a public right of way across it.  The Parish Council would welcome the developer’s assurance that this public right of way will be protected.

· The A167 in Harrowgate Village is a link road between the A1 and the A66 to and from Teesside.  This road is heavily congested with traffic early in the morning and late afternoon early evening.  The Parish Council was concerned about the safety of vehicles leaving the proposed development to enter the A167 at peak periods when traffic is congested and entering the estate from the A167 because it will necessitate a right turn across the south bound part of the A167 which will narrow the road and be a dangerous manoeuvre. The Parish Council would welcome details from the developer about how traffic movements from and to the proposed development will be

· Residents reported the existence of wild life such as foxes, deer birds and rabbits on the proposed development land and for numerous years the beck across the centre of the field has been home to frogs and newts.  The Parish Council is asking how the developer will protect the wild life in the field and in the beck in the proposed development.

· The Parish Council was aware that proposals were made in Darlington Borough Council's Making and Growing Places Document for housing on the site where it is now proposed to development for housing.  The Borough Council then considered the site and then rejected it for housing development.  The Parish Council understood the land was rejected for housing development by Darlington Borough Council in May 2014 because it is poorly drained and is prone to flooding when heavy rainfall occurs.  The Parish Council is asking the developer for reasons why they consider the site is now suitable for housing when it was rejected for housing by Darlington Borough Council as being unsuitable for housing in May 2014.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that the Clerk will:

(a)   submit these points to North Associates and ask for a response; and 
(b)   write to the Head of Highways at Darlington Borough Council to ask if he has been consulted on the proposals.

The Chairman thanked residents for their comments.

2558     PARISH COUNCIL WEBSITE

The Clerk reported that he had written to Parish Councillors to inform them that the annual website hosting fee was due to be renewed in February.  He expressed concern about the appearance of the website, the limited capacity to place documents on the website, the inability to archive Council agendas, minutes and policy documents and the inability to create a separate page for the Transparency requirements and to place the legally required documents onto this page.  
The Clerk stated that he had become aware of a free website through the Council’s insurers, Came and Company which would provide the flexibility which he needed and would make the website look more professional.  The only downside was the website address would have to include the name of the company which provided the free website.  He also stated that he had sent the designs for the new website to Parish Councillors during the Christmas and New Year holidays.  
An approach had been received from Koodoo who build websites.  A representative from Koodoo had been invited and attended the meeting.  The representative gave details, examples and prices of the websites which they build.  
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)   a sub committee of the Parish Council be formed consisting of Councillors Cummings and Goldfinch and the Clerk to receive designs and costs for the new website and make recommendations to the Parish Council; and
(b)   the existing website with Calico UK be continued.

2559    FINANCIAL STATEMENT AND PROGRESS AGAINST THE BUDGET
The Clerk presented to the Parish Council the financial statement and progress against the budget for the 2015-16 financial year as at the 15th January, 2016.   The financial statement and the progress against the budget statement are given in Appendices A and B to these minutes.

The Clerk presented the bank statement to the meeting which was signed by all the Parish Councillors present.

The Clerk reported that the two cheques which were reported to the last meeting of the Parish Council on the 30th November, 2015 as not being presented for payment had now been presented and cleared by the Council’s bank.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that the financial statement and the progress against the budget statement which are given in Appendices A and B to the minutes be approved.

2560     NEW EXTERNAL AUDIT ARRANGEMENTS
The Clerk reported that he had circulated a report before the meeting which gave the new external audit arrangements for the Parish Council.
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The Clerk reminded the Parish Council that he had regularly informed Councillors in 2015 that the 
auditing arrangements for the Parish Council were changing as a result of the abolition of the Audit Commission and changes made by the Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015 under the Local Audit and Accountability Act, 2014.  The new external audit arrangements would come into effect at the start of the 2017-18 financial year. 

The current arrangements are that the Parish Council's external audit is carried out by BDO LLP on behalf of the Government.  From the 2017-18 financial year there will still be a requirement to complete and publish an annual return but it will no longer be a requirement to submit it to the external auditor.  The Parish Council will still have to appoint an external auditor in case there are questions from electors to be resolved. 

The NALC had been working with the Department for Communities and Local Government and the Society of Local Council Clerks on a sector led body to procure audit services for smaller authorities with an income of less than £6.5M, like Whessoe, for a period of five years from 2017-18.  
It is a requirement of the Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015 that Parish Councils like Whessoe must decide if they wish to opt in to the external audit arrangements of the sector led body or find their own external auditor. If the Parish Council wishes to opt out it must make a resolution to this effect at a Parish Council meeting and must:

- establish an Auditor Panel;
- follow a statutory appointment process set out in regulations;
- appoint an auditor by 31 December 2016;
- provide the Sector Led Body with the contact details of the auditor.

The Clerk recommended in his report that that the Parish Council opts in to the external audit arrangements of the sector led body rather than find its own external auditor.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)    the Parish Council opts in to the external audit arrangements and uses the Smaller Authorities’ Audit Appointments Ltd to procure its external auditor from the 2017-18 financial year; and

(b)   informs the NALC of this decision before the deadline date of the 31st March, 2016.

2561   BERRYMEAD FARM AND BURTREE LANE OUTLINE PLANNING APPLICATIONS – PROGRESS REPORT 

1.   BERRYMEAD FARM 
The Clerk reported that there was no indication when then Berrymead Farm outline planning application would be considered by Darlington Borough Council’s Planning Applications Committee. 
At the last Parish Council meeting on the 30th November, 2015 (Minute No. 2440.1) the Clerk was asked to contact Jenny Chapman MP and Phil Wilson MP to ask them for sight of their responses to Darlington Borough Council on the outline planning application.  The Clerk reported that no replies had been received.
2.    BURTREE LANE
The Clerk reported that following the last meeting of the Parish Council on the 30th November, 2015 when the Parish Council had resolved to object to the outline planning application and the reasons for the objection, he had forwarded the objections statement to Darlington Borough Council.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)   the Clerk will ask Jenny Chapman MP and Phil Wilson MP for copies of their responses to Darlington Borough Council on the Berrymead Farm outline planning application; and

(b)   the report on the Burtree Lane outline application be noted.

2562     PLANNING APPLICATION
The Clerk circulated the following planning application to the meeting for consideration:

Display of one internally illuminated post sign, one internally illuminated name board and logo, four externally illuminated areas of sign writing, one lantern and three non-illuminated headers to existing post signs at the White Horse, Burtree Lane, Darlington.
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)   the application be given approval

(b)   Darlington Borough Council be informed that the work had started and had been completed in the previous week to the meeting of the Parish Council and before the deadline for comments had expired and the lighting were not British Standard luminaries.

2563    CONSULTATION ON CHANGES TO THE GOVERNMENT’S NATIONAL PLANNING FRAMEWORK
The Clerk reported that the Department for Communities and Local Government had issued a consultation paper on changes to the National Planning Framework.  
The consultation seeks views on proposed changes to national planning policy. It covers the following areas:

1.  Broadening the definition of affordable housing, to expand the range of low cost housing opportunities.
2.  Increasing the density of development around commuter hubs, to make more efficient use of land in suitable locations;

3.  Supporting sustainable new settlements, development on brownfield land and small sites, and delivery of housing agreed in Local Plans; 

4.  Supporting delivery of starter homes; and

5.  Transitional arrangements for the proposed changes in the consultation document.
The Clerk stated that the consultation period would end on the 22nd February, 2016.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.

2564    CORRESPONDENCE

The Clerk reported that the following correspondence had been received:

2565    HALL MAINTENANCE REPORT

· Despite several telephone calls to Npower the electricity meter which also needed changing had not been changed because meetings had been arranged and the person assigned to changing the meter had not turned up.

· A request was made from a hirer for the Parish Hall to be provided with a defibrillator.  The Chairman stated that there will be a talk on defibrillators at the next Darlington Parish Councils Association on the 10th February, 2016.

· There had been a problem with the lights in the kitchen and toilet ends of the hall cutting out.  The electrician had been called and had repaired the fault.

The Parish Council thanked the Chairman for his report and RESOLVED that the Clerk bring back information, including costings, on defibrillators to the next Parish Council meeting.

(b)   The Clerk informs the Cleveland Local Councils Association that it did not wish to nominate a Councillor to attend the Buckingham Palace Garden Party.

(c)   it does not enter a team in the quiz on the 19th March, 2016.
