2436     OUTLINE PLANNING APPLICATION FOR UP TO 380 HOUSES AND PRIMARY SCHOOL WITH NURSERY ON LAND IN BURTREE LANE
The Chairman reported that an application for outline planning permission had been received by Darlington Borough Council for up to 380 houses and a primary school and nursery on land at Burtree Lane.  The purpose of the meeting was to examine the plans and to obtain residents views on the plans to enable the Parish Council to submit its comments to the Borough Council on behalf of the residents. The Borough Council had asked for the comments of the Parish Council by the 4th December, 2015. The application, together with the site plans and layout, were circulated to the meeting.    
The Clerk explained that this was a separate application from the one which had been considered for Berrymead Farm.  

Parish Councillors and residents examined the draft objections statement which had been prepared by the Clerk and then made comments and amendments to the statement/
Following discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that:

1.    It objects to the outline planning application for up to 380 houses and primary school with a nursery on land in Burtree Lane.  
The reasons for objecting to the outline planning application were:
1.1    The proposed development is outside the development limits for Whessoe Parish.

1.2    The proposed development is contrary to planning guidance specifically CS2 in that it will urbanise a part of Darlington which leads into the countryside and will destroy Darlington’s green infrastructure.   CS14 the development will not protect the natural and environmental landscape and the separation and qualities of openness for existing residents on Burtree Lane and on Harrowgate Farm.  The development will have a serious and adverse impact on the landscape character which, together with the Berrymead Farm development (if it is approved) will turn the countryside into large housing estates.

1.3   It is not known if the proposed Burtree Lane development will provide the supply of housing required to meet the needs of present and future generations because the Borough Council’s forecasts of future housing needs have been questioned.    Evidence from a recent study ‘Set up to Fail.  Why Housing Numbers based on flawed numbers threaten our countryside’ by the Council for the Protection of Rural 
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England casts doubt on the calculations of housing need of local authorities and calls for an overhaul of the way Councils calculate the number of houses which are needed to be built because of the lack of clarity in the Government guidance which means there is no clear approach to calculating ‘objectively assessed need’. 
The implications of the growing number of older people who want to downsize to smaller accommodation but are not able to, are not taken into account.  The specific needs of other demographics, such as younger people who may wish to rent small flats, are also not adequately considered.  There is a need to meet genuine and not perceived need.

1.4   The impact on schools in the area which are approaching full capacity.

1.5    The impact of the development on existing medical services which would struggle to register the additional 800 patients with existing resources being stretched.

1.6    The existing severe traffic congestion on Burtree Lane, Whessoe Road, adjacent residential streets, at the White Horse junction and the A167 at peak times in early morning and late afternoon and early evening will be considerably increased if the development is approved.  The projected traffic movements from the development are low and the development will add to traffic congestion on the above roads and streets. The Parish Council has reservations about the data and analysis and the main body of the report which differs from the summary.  The Parish Council has concerns about egress from and access to the proposed Burtree Lane development and how this will be managed.  Additional traffic will also be generated by the proposed primary school on Burtree Lane.

1.7   Pylons exist on and cross the site of the proposed Burtree Lane development.  It is not clear from the information supplied to the Parish Council what will happen to the pylons.  The Parish Council is also concerned that pylons will be very close to the site of the proposed primary school.
2.   That the objections statement be approved with the addition of the comments on the pylons and it be forwarded to Darlington Borough Council.

The Chairman thanked residents for their contributions which would be forwarded to the Borough Council and the Parish Council will keep residents informed on the progress of this application and the planning application for Berrymead Farm.
2437     APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
An apology for absence was received from Borough Councillor Marjory Knowles.

2438     DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS 
No declarations of interests were made.

2439     MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON THE 10TH SEPTEMBER, 2015 AND THE ORDINARY MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL ON THE 24TH SEPTEMBER, 2015
The minutes of the Special Parish Council meeting held on the 10th September, 2015 and the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on the 24th September, 2015 were presented.  The Parish Council RESOLVED that the minutes of the two meetings were true records of the proceedings and the Chairman signed the minutes of both meetings.

2440     MATTERS ARISING
1.    BERRYMEAD FARM PROPOSED HOUSING DEVELOPMENT 
At the last meeting on the 24th September, 2015 under Minute No. 2431 the Parish Council resolved that:

(a)   The Clerk will write to Jenny Chapman MP and Phil Wilson MP to ask for replies to his letter.

(b)   The Clerk will draw the Principal Planning Officer’s attention to the Government’s instructions on its surplus land after he had received the links to the instructions.

(c)   The Clerk will give the Parish Council its comments on the land to the east of Whessoe Road on Burtree Lane;

(d)   The Vice Chair write to Borough Councillors about the concerns and to ask that if the dates of the Parish Council meetings were not convenient for them the Parish Council would be prepared to change the dates to enable them to attend the meetings.

In terms of (a), the Clerk reported that he had written to Jenny Chapman and Phil Wilson MP to ask for replies to his letter asking for their support against the development.  Replies had been received from both MPs.  Jenny Chapman MP stated in her reply that she had made representations to Darlington Borough Council as suggested in the Clerk’s email to her.  Phil Wilson MP had replied that he had written to Darlington Borough Council on behalf of the Parish Council and its objections to the development.
In terms of (b), the Clerk also reported that he had written to the Principal Planning Officer at Darlington Borough Council about the Government’s instructions on its surplus land and that brownfield sites should be developed before development took place on green fields.  The Borough Council’s Planning Policy Manager had responded stating that:
“The Gladman appeal for 250 dwellings at Middleton St George that the Council lost in January means that until the Council has established a new housing target based on an objective assessment of housing need, planning applications for new housing will need to be considered against those policies of the local development plan that are up to date and the policies contained in the National Planning Policy Framework.
A report on housing needs and the implications for the local plan is due to be considered by Cabinet in November.
 
An argument about prematurity would be unlikely to stand up at appeal as local plan preparation is not at a sufficiently advanced stage, and that would still be the case even if the plan had reached Publication draft stage. 
The Council has been keeping the deliverability and developability of brownfield land under review, as part of local plan preparation and through the latest update to the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment.
  
Unfortunately, the costs of overcoming constraints on significant areas of brownfield land such as at the Town Centre Fringe is not viable without significant public sector grant funding, and the availability of this is very limited now, and is not expected to improve whilst the Government continues its austerity programme.”

In terms of (c), the Clerk reported that he had given the draft statement on the development in Burtree Lane earlier in the meeting.

In terms of (d), responses had been received from Borough Councillors, the date of meetings had been moved from Thursdays to Mondays to help Borough Councillors attend meetings of the Parish Council, all necessary support would be given to the Parish Council by Borough Councillors on planning matters 
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especially.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to:
(a)   note the report from the Clerk; and 

(b)   ask Jenny Chapman MP and Phil Wilson MP for copies of their letters to Darlington Borough Council on the Berrymead Farm development.

2441     VACANCY FOR A PARISH COUNCILLOR FOR THE HARROWGATE HILL WARD
The Clerk reported that there was still a vacancy for a Parish Councillor for the Harrowgate Hill Parish Ward.  The Parish Council RESOLVED that every effort would be made to fill the vacancy.
2442     FINANCIAL STATEMENT
The Clerk presented to the Parish Council the financial statement for the 2015-16 financial year as at the 15th November, 2015.  The financial statement is given in Appendix A to these minutes.

The Clerk circulated the latest bank statements which were signed by each member of the Parish Council.  The Clerk explained that the difference between the financial statement and the bank statements was because two cheques had been paid to contractors but they had not been presented for payment at the bank.
The Parish Council RESOLVED that the financial statement which is given in Appendix A to the minutes be approved.
2443   BUDGET AND PRECEPT SETTING FOR THE 2015-16 FINANCIAL YEAR
The Clerk presented a report which gave the progress against the budget and the expected year end amount for the current 2015-16 financial year.  The progress against budget and expected year end amount is given in Appendix B to these minutes.

The Clerk stated that he anticipated that the total income would be £17,608.83 and the total expenditure would be £7,292.98 on the 31st March, 2016.  This would result in a surplus carry forward to the 2016-17 financial year of £10,315.85.
The Clerk then presented the draft budget for the 2016-17 financial year.   He expected that the total income would be £19,118.22 which was based on the level of hall bookings in the current financial year and the total expenditure would be £5,822.82.  The anticipated surplus balance on the 31st March, 2017 which would be carried forward to the 2017-18 financial year was expected to be £13,295.40.  
The Clerk also presented the draft budget for the 2017-18 financial year.  The level of hall bookings was expected to remain at its current level.  This would result in a total income of £22,108.22 and a total expenditure of £6,082.87 with a surplus carry forward to the 2018-19 financial year of £16,025.87.
The Clerk indicated in his report that he would have liked to recommend a modest reduction in the precept for the 2016-17 financial year but this would not be possible because of the following factors:

· The Chancellor of the Exchequer’s Autumn Statement on the 25th November which will give details of the financial settlement for local authorities like Darlington Borough Council.  Indications are that it will be a very difficult settlement for Darlington Borough Council and may result in consideration of new delivery models for certain Borough Council services involving the Parish Council.

· The possible amendments to the Cities and Local Government Bill, which was currently going through Parliament, to devolve more powers down to Parish Councils and communities as well as the Regional Combined Authorities.

· The need to keep sufficient funding available if there is a reduction in hall bookings during the financial year.

The Clerk advised that the precept should remain at its current level of £4,400 for the 2016-17 financial year.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)    the draft budget for the 2016-17 financial year which is given in Appendix C to these minutes be approved;

(b)    the Parish Precept will remain at its current level of a combined Precept and Government Grant of £4,400 for the 2016-17 financial year and that Darlington Borough Council be informed accordingly.
(c)    the anticipated budget for the 2017-18 financial year be noted.
2444    BERRYMEAD FARM PROPOSED HOUSING DEVELOPMENT 

The Clerk reported that there was no indication when the outline planning application would be heard by the Planning Applications Committee and it would probably now be heard in the New Year.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.

2445    PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The Clerk reported that the following planning application had been received between the last Parish Council meeting and this meeting.

Conversion of existing dwelling into two dwellings at Whessoe House, Burtree Lane, Darlington.

The planning application had been referred to the Chairman and Vice Chairman to act under delegated powers who had recommended that the application be approved and this decision was forwarded to Darlington Borough Council.

The application and plans were circulated to the meeting.  The Parish Council RESOLVED the Chairman and Vice Chairman’s actions to approve the application be endorsed.
2446    DEVO LOCAL
The Clerk reported that the National Association of Local Councils recently produced a White Paper to empower and strengthen local democracy called ‘Devo Local.  The White Paper was drawn up as a result of the Government’s devolution of powers from Central Government to the regions in the Cities and Local Government Bill which was currently going through Parliament.

The White Paper’s proposals was that devolution should not stop at the regional level but devolution of powers should go all the way down to communities and the Parish and Town Councils which serve the communities.   Where local councils were referred to in the White Paper they referred to Town and Parish Councils.
The White Paper was founded on the following principles:

1.    Stronger Local Democracy by the creation of new local councils, a local democracy programme to encourage more people to become councillors, strengthening the standards regime and the production of an improvement strategy.
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2.   More powers to strengthen local councils on planning and licencing matters and the introduction of a statutory right for local councils to be consulted and the right of appeal in planning matters for local councils.  Proposals for the national bodies for local councils and principal councils i.e. the NALC and the LGA to work together to introduce a ‘right to engage between the principal councils and its local councils.  The introduction of the power to innovate in the delivery of services.  The introduction of a Parish Councils Bill to reform outdated laws governing them and new powers to deliver services and new governance models for local councils.

3.   Fairer Funding.  The Government to ensure that council tax support funding is passed on to local councils.  The powers of the Secretary of State under the Localism Act 2011 to be repealed.  A 5% share of Business Rates to be passed on to local councils to help them support local economic development, regeneration and growth.  Ensuring communities benefit from development through stronger measures to provide local councils with a share of Community Infrastructure Levy, New Homes Bonus.
Examples were given in the White Paper of devolution to local councils.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report and the Clerk will update the Parish Council on the progress of the devolution measures at future meetings.

2447    WORKPLACE PENSIONS
The Clerk reported that the National Association of Local Councils and the Society of Local Council Clerks has jointly issued guidance recently which was circulated to all Parish Councillors on changes to the law on workplace pensions.

Every employer including Parish Councils with at least one employer now has new duties to put the employee into a pension scheme if they meet certain criteria and the employer (and employee) must make contributions into the scheme, unless the employee opts out. 

If an employee earns £5,824 per year or less and their age is up to 74 years of age the employee has a right to join a pension scheme (i.e. if an employee asks, an employer must provide a pension scheme for that employee, but the employer is not obliged to make employer contributions into the scheme for employees in this category)
 Employees can opt out of the pension regulations by informing the Pensions Regulator but this only lasts for 3 years and they will be automatically enrolled unless they opt out again.

The Clerk stated that it was his my intention to not ask the Parish Council to provide him with a pension and the Parish Council will therefore not opt in to a pension scheme.  This must be minuted if the Parish Council agreed with his recommendation he would notify the Pensions Regulator.  
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)    The Clerk will not be provided with a pension and the Parish Council will not opt in to a pensions scheme.

(b)   The Clerk will inform the Pensions Regulator of this decision.

(c)   The decision will be reviewed at a meeting of the Parish Council in November 2018.

2448   CORRESPONDENCE
The Clerk presented the following correspondence to the meeting:

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the correspondence received.
2449    PARISH HALL MAINTENANCE REPORT
The Chairman reported that:

· The hedges had been cut back by the Probation Service.

· The time clock which regulated the car park lights in the meter cupboard was being replaced because it was difficult to regulate the times when the lights came on and off in the evening.

· A letter had been received from the National Grid stating that the gas meter was out of date and needed replacing.  Arrangements had been made for the replacement gas meter to be installed.

· The annual PAT testing will take place next week and this will be followed by the annual fire extinguisher and gas safety inspections.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.

2550    DARLINGTON ASSOCIATION OF PARISH COUNCILS

The Chairman reported that the Clerk and he had attended the last meeting of the Association.  The Clerk had produced a Parish Charter which was based on charters between principal councils and their parish and town councils in other parts of the country and defined their relationship and how they can work together to provide services.  Concerns were expressed about the Parish Charter at the Association meeting and it will be revisited at some point in the future.

The meeting also discussed the planning applications for large housing developments in the Borough.  The Borough Council’s Planning Policy Officer will be attending the next Association meeting in February.
The Parish Council RESOLVED to note the report.

2551     70th ANNIVERSARY OF THE PARISH COUNCIL
The Clerk reported that the Parish Council was founded in 1946.  Next year will be its 70th anniversary and he asked for suggestions about how this anniversary could be celebrated.

Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that suggestions be requested through the Parish Council Newsletter.
