2570     APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Borough Councillor Sylvia Dawson and Borough Councillors Gerald Lee and Marjory Knowles. 
2571   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
No declarations of interests were made.

2572   RETIREMENT OF THE CHAIRMAN, COUNCILLOR GEORGE CASSIDY
The Chairman had sent an email to Parish Councillors on the informing them that he wished to retire as Chairman and as a Parish Councillor with effect from the 29th February, 2016.  

The Parish Council received the news with regret and with understanding,  
The Parish Council RESOLVED that Councillor George Cassidy be thanked for his four years of service as a Parish Councillor and Chairman.  For giving the Parish Council wise counsel, advice and guidance and leadership in stabilising of the budget and putting it on a sound footing.  In replacing the hall floor with grant aid and overseeing the reopening of the hall and the management of the increased number of bookings.  Councillor Cassidy has made the Parish Hall a pleasant place to visit and use, made sure it is well maintained and it is heated, lit, clean and tidy and has gone beyond this by turning out in all weathers to either open or close the hall and regularly cut the grass and disposed of the cut grass.
2572   DECLARATION OF A VACANCY FOR A PARISH COUNCILLOR FOR THE HARROWGATE HILL WARD
The Clerk advised the Parish Council that following the retirement of the Chairman the Parish Council had to formally declare a vacancy for a Parish Councillor for the Harrowgate Hill Parish Ward under Section 86(1) of the Local Government Act 1972 and then notify the Head of Democratic and Customer Services at Darlington Borough Council that a vacancy exists. 

The Head of Democratic and Customer Services will arrange for the vacancy to be advertised under Section 232 of the Local Government Act 1972 in the Town Hall and the Parish noticeboards.  The period of advertising the vacancy will be 14 working days (excluding weekends and public and bank holidays).  If within the 14 day period at least 10 Parish electors give written notification to the Head of Democratic and Customer Services a by election must be held.  If at least 10 Parish electors do not request that an election be held at the expiry of the 14 day period the Parish Council will be free to co-opt to the vacancy.
The Parish Council RESOLVED that:
(a)    It formally declares a vacancy exists for a Parish Councillor for the Harrowgate Hill Parish Ward under Section 86(1) of the Local Government Act, 1972; and

(b)   the Clerk will inform the Head of Democratic Services of Darlington Borough Council that a vacancy exists and to request that it be advertised in accordance with Section 232 of the Local Government Act 1972.

2573    ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN OF THE PARISH COUNCIL
The retiring Chairman asked for nominations for the Chairmanship of the Parish Council but no nominations were forthcoming.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)    the retiring Chairman would continue to chair the meeting until the conclusion of business;

(b)   the election of Chairman be deferred to the next meeting of the Parish Council; and
(c)   the Clerk make the arrangements for the retiring Chairman to be taken off the signatories and the Vice Chairman be added as a signatory on the bank mandate.

2574   CO-OPTION TO THE LONG STANDING VACANCY FOR PARISH COUNCILLOR FOR THE HARROWGATE HILL PARISH WARD
The Parish Council RESOLVED to defer this item to the next Parish Council meeting due to the absence of Councillor Dawson.

2575    CONSULTATIONS FROM DARLINGTON BOROUGH COUNCIL
The Clerk tabled the following consultation letters which had been received from Darlington Borough Council and he explained the contents of the consultation.

1.     SPEED LIMITS ON THE A167
Darlington Borough Council have been reviewing the speed of vehicles on the A167 and as a result they are proposing to introduce a section of 50 mph between the end of the dual carriageway and the existing 40 mph section at Beaumont Hill.  
2.   PROPOSED CHANGES TO INVOLVING PARISH COUNCILS IN PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Darlington Borough Council need to make savings of £180,000 in the Planning Services as part of the Council’s Medium Term Financial Plan.  The Borough Council propose to discontinue sending paper planning applications and the plans which accompany the planning applications and instead email planning applications to the Clerk and provide a link to the Council’s planning application access facilities to enable the Clerk to see details of the proposals and to download details for the Parish Council.  
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that:

(a)   Darlington Borough Council be informed that it has no objections to the change in the speed limit on the A167; and 

(b)     the Parish Council prefer to have paper copies of planning applications for major developments but for minor planning applications it would be acceptable to have them emailed to the Clerk but for all applications the Parish Council would prefer to have paper copies of the plans placed before it.  These views be conveyed to the Borough Council through the Darlington Association of Parish Councils and Parish 
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Meetings.

2576     FINANCIAL STATEMENT AND PROGRESS AGAINST THE BUDGET
The Clerk presented to the Parish Council the financial statement and progress against the budget for the 2015-16 financial year as at the 19th February, 2016.   The financial statement and the progress against the budget statement are given in Appendices A and B to these minutes.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that the financial statement and the progress against the budget statement which are given in Appendices A and B to the minutes be approved.

2577     PROPOSED WITHDRAWAL OF THE COUNCIL TAX SUPPORT GRANT FROM THE 2017-18 FINANCIAL YEAR
The Clerk had circulated with the papers for the Parish Council meeting the letter from the Director of Neighbourhood Services and Resources of Darlington Borough Council informing the Parish Council of the proposed withdrawal of the Council Tax Support Grant from the 2017-18 financial year.  The Support Grant came from the Government to the Borough Council and the Borough Council had discretion to pay it to Parish Councils or not to do so.  Darlington Borough Council had paid the Support Grant to the Parish Council since the beginning of the 2013-14 financial year but proposed to cease doing so from the beginning of the 2017-18 financial year.  The Borough Council have asked for comments on the proposal by the31st May, 2016.

The Clerk stated that the Support Grant was used by the Parish Council to keep the Precept low and to prevent increases in the Precept.
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that it did not want to lose the Council Tax Support Grant and this view be given at the Special Meeting of the Darlington Association of Parish Councils and Parish Meetings on the 16th March, 2016 which will be discussing the proposed withdrawal of the Support Grant and its implications for all Parish Councils in Darlington.

2578     DELEGATES TO THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE DARLINGTON ASSOCIATION OF PARISH COUNCILS AND PARISH MEETINGS 
The Clerk reported that a special meeting of the Darlington Association of Parish Councils and Parish Meetings will be held on the 16th March, 2016 at 6.30 p.m. in the Fire Station Meeting Room, St. Cuthbert’s Way, Darlington.  The meeting would discuss planning matters and the withdrawal of the Council Tax Support Grant.

Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that the Parish Council be represented at the meeting by the Clerk and he reports back at the next Parish Council meeting.

2579      APPOINTMENT OF INTERNAL AUDITOR
The Clerk reported that it is legal requirement for a Parish Council to appoint an Internal Auditor and each year the Parish Council had to formally appoint an Internal Auditor to examine and report on the financial and procedural transactions for the previous financial year as part of the annual statutory return.  The financial and procedural transactions will be for the 2015-16 financial year.  
The Clerk stated that Ian Calvert, the former Clerk and Responsible Financial Officer of Croft on Tees Parish Council had carried out the internal auditor duties for a number of years and he recommended that Mr. Calvert be re-appointed as the Parish Council’s Internal Auditor.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that Ian Calvert be appointed as the Parish Council’s Internal Auditor.

2580    CLERK’S PAYE
The Chairman referred to guidance which had been received from the Cleveland Local Councils Association concerning the payment of PAYE in respect of the Clerk’s pay.  The guidance was that PAYE should be paid by the Clerk as an employee when he receives his pay and not as an extra payment by the Parish Council.  A circular from HM Revenue and Customs on PAYE Implementation for Parish Council and Community Council Clerk was also circulated to the Parish Council.
Following a discussion, the Parish Council RESOLVED that the payment of PAYE should be a matter for the Clerk and not the Parish Council and the payment which the Clerk had made for PAYE on behalf of the Parish Council be written off.

The Parish Council RESOLVED that the next meeting of the Parish Council will be held on Monday 21st March, 2016 at 7 p.m. in Whessoe Parish Hall.
